Farm Hazards Check

Outcome Area: Healthy Lifestyles
Curriculum Area: Healthy Lifestyles Education
Specific Project(s): ATV Handbook, Tractor Safety, Citizen Safety

Description of Activity: Small groups will discuss the definition of a hazard and what a farm hazard might be, then view
either a farm scene or a poster of a farm scene where hazards are in evidence. In either a game format or through
discussion the hazards are identified and possible solutions discussed. Following the game, an actual farm walk-about
may be conducted.

Age Level: 7 — 11 years

Group Size: 5-8 youth

Time Involved: Preparation Time: 15 minutes Activity Time: 30 minutes
Materials Needed:

* Hidden Hazards Farm Display (available from Extension Offices or FFA chapters)

* OR, Poster of Farm Hazards (available from Extension Offices, Farm Safety 4 Just Kids, John Deere or
others)

*  Pencils and Paper

Activity:

Define hazard and explain what a farm hazards might be.
Ask youth to list all of the hazards they can find in the display or poster.
Taking turns, each participant identifies one hazard and how to make it a safe situation. Be prepared to
supplement safe solutions. Continue until all hazards are found.

4. To supplement this activity, conduct a “Walk-About” on a farm or ranch and ask youth to identify safe
practices as well as hazards on the farm. Discuss ways to correct hazards.

Sample Hidden Hazards: This is just a beginning. There are hundreds of hazards you can depict.
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Extra rider on tractor, mower, etc.

Person under combine head

Child and dog walking in cornfield where chopper is working
Person walking along road on the wrong side

Person riding in back of pickup truck

No safety chains on anhydrous ammonia tank being pulled

Person stepping over PTO shaft on tractor, silage wagon, etc.
Person climbing in silage wagon or grain wagon

Open abandoned well near driveway

Unattended ladder standing against barn or grain bin
